Almighty God, to whose glory we celebrate the dedication of this

house of prayer: we praise you for the many blessings you have given

to those who worship you here: and we pray that all who seek you in

this place may find you, and, being filled with the Holy Spirit, may

become a living temple acceptable to you; through Jesus Christ your

Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the

Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

1 Kings 8:22-30

 Solomon stood before the altar of the LORD  in the presence of all22

the assembly of Israel,  and spread out his hands to heaven.   He23

said, 'O LORD, God of Israel,  there is no God like you in heaven

above or on earth beneath,  keeping covenant and steadfast love for

your servants  who walk before you with all their heart,   the24

covenant that you kept for your servant my father David as you

declared to him;  you promised with your mouth  and have this day

fulfilled with your hand. 

 Therefore, O LORD, God of Israel,  keep for your servant my25

father David  that which you promised him,  saying, "There shall

never fail you a successor before me  to sit on the throne of Israel,  if

only your children look to their way,  to walk before me as you have

walked before me."  Therefore, O God of Israel, let your word be26

confirmed,  which you promised to your servant my father David.  27

But will God indeed dwell on the earth?  Even heaven and the

highest heaven cannot contain you,  much less this house that I have

built!   Have regard to your servant's prayer and his plea, O LORD28

my God,  heeding the cry and the prayer that your servant prays to

you today;   that your eyes may be open night and day towards this29

house,  the place of which you said, "My name shall be there,"  that

you may heed the prayer that your servant prays towards this place.

 Hear the plea of your servant and of your people Israel  when they30

pray towards this place;  O hear in heaven your dwelling-place;  heed

and forgive.' 

 You have not come to something that can be touched,  a blazing18

fire, and darkness, and gloom, and a tempest,   and the sound of a19

trumpet,  and a voice whose words made the hearers beg  that not

another word be spoken to them.   (For they could not endure the20

order that was given,  'If even an animal touches the mountain,  it

shall be stoned to death.'

Zion  and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem,  and

to innumerable angels in festal gathering,   and to the assembly of23

the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven,  and to God the judge of all,

and to the spirits of the righteous made perfect,   and to Jesus, the24

mediator of a new covenant,  and to the sprinkled blood  that speaks

a better word than the blood of Abel.
