naked and you did not give me clothing, sick and in prison and you did not
visit me."

* Then they also will answer, "Lord, when was it that we saw you hungry
or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not take care
of you?"

* Then he will answer them, "Truly I tell you, just as you did not do it to
one of the least of these, you did not do it to me." ** And these will go away
into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.'

I myself will search for my sheep, and will seek them out. '* As
shepherds seek out their flocks when they are among their scattered
sheep, so I will seek out my sheep. I will rescue them from all the places
to which they have been scattered on a day of clouds and thick darkness.
