Collect of the Day Last after Trinity/ Bible Sunday

Blessed Lord, who caused all holy scriptures to be written for our
learning: help us so to hear them, to read, mark, learn and inwardly
digest them that, through patience, and the comfort of your holy
word, we may embrace and for ever hold fast the hope of everlasting
life, which you have given us in our Saviour Jesus Christ, who is
alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God,
now and for ever.

Nehemiah 8.1-4a, 8-12

! All the people gathered together into the square before the Water
Gate. They told the scribe Ezra to bring the book of the law of
Moses, which the LORD had given to Israel. ? Accordingly, the
priest Ezra brought the law before the assembly, both men and
women and all who could hear with understanding. This was on the
first day of the seventh month. * He read from it facing the square
before the Water Gate from early morning until midday, in the
presence of the men and the women and those who could
understand; and the ears of all the people were attentive to the book
of the law.

* The scribe Ezra stood on a wooden platform.

® So they read from the book, from the law of God, with
interpretation. They gave the sense, so that the people understood the
reading. ° And Nehemiah, who was the governor, and Ezra the priest
and scribe, and the Levites who taught the people said to all the
people, 'This day is holy to the LORD your God; do not mourn or
weep.' For all the people wept when they heard the words of the law.
' Then he said to them, 'Go your way, eat the fat and drink sweet
wine and send portions of them to those for whom nothing is
prepared, for this day is holy to our LORD; and do not be grieved,
for the joy of the LORD is your strength.' ' So the Levites stilled all
the people, saying, 'Be quiet, for this day is holy; do not be grieved.'
2 And all the people went their way to eat and drink and to send
portions and to make great rejoicing, because they had understood

the words that were declared to them.

Colossians 3.12-17

2 As God's chosen ones, holy and beloved, clothe yourselves with
compassion, kindness, humility, meekness, and patience. '° Bear
with one another and, if anyone has a complaint against another,
forgive each other; just as the Lord has forgiven you, so you also
must forgive.
