Collect of the Day (First Sunday of Christmas)

Almighty God, who wonderfully created us in your own image
and yet more wonderfully restored us through your Son Jesus
Christ: grant that, as he came to share in our humanity, so we
may share the life of his divinity; who is alive and reigns with
you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Isaiah 61.10 - 62.3

10T will greatly rejoice in the LORD, my whole being shall
exult in my God; for he has clothed me with the garments of
salvation, he has covered me with the robe of righteousness,
as a bridegroom decks himself with a garland, and as a bride
adorns herself with her jewels. ' For as the earth brings forth
