Christmas button and bead decoration:  make a lovely decoration using  buttons, beads, thread and snowflake.
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Stitched cards: make a  Christmas greetings card using the long stitch, embroidery on paper method.  A card will be marked with a pattern, outlined in holes.  Using coloured threads, you will pull the threads through the holes to make a beautiful patterned card.
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Hanging Heart decoration: Make a mobile from paper strips, staples and thread
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Fabric Wreath: Make a colourful wreath using scraps of material pushed into a polystyrene ring base. 
The cost for the day to include all materials and refreshments is £15 (£1 extra for the ivy wreath).  You can choose 2 of the above activities -1 in the morning and 1 in the afternoon.  If, however, you would prefer to attend just one part of the day, that is fine,  so just pay for what you attend.
