Almighty and everlasting God, you are always more ready to hear than
we to pray and to give more than either we desire or deserve: pour down
upon us the abundance of your mercy, forgiving us those things of which
our conscience is afraid and giving us those good things which we are
not worthy to ask but through the merits and mediation of Jesus Christ
your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the
Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Joshua 24.1-2b,14-18

! Joshua gathered all the tribes of Israel to Shechem, and summoned the
elders, the heads, the judges, and the officers of Israel; and they presented
themselves before God. * And Joshua said to all the people,

"*'Now therefore revere the LORD, and serve him in sincerity and in
faithfulness; put away the gods that your ancestors served beyond the
River and in Egypt, and serve the LORD. " Now if you are unwilling to
