Collect of the Day Trinity 3

Almighty God, you have broken the tyranny of sin and have sent the Spirit
of your Son into our hearts whereby we call you Father: give us grace to
dedicate our freedom to your service, that we and all creation may be
brought to the glorious liberty of the children of God; through Jesus Christ
your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the
Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Exodus 3:1-15 [3:16-4:17]

! Moses was keeping the flock of his father-in-law Jethro, the priest of
Midian; he led his flock beyond the wilderness, and came to Horeb, the
mountain of God. ? There the angel of the LORD appeared to him in a
flame of fire out of a bush; he looked, and the bush was blazing, yet it was
not consumed. * Then Moses said, 'l must turn aside and look at this great
sight, and see why the bush is not burned up.'

* When the LORD saw that he had turned aside to see, God called to him
out of the bush, 'Moses, Moses!

And he said, 'Here I am.'

> Then he said, 'Come no closer! Remove the sandals from your feet, for
the place on which you are standing is holy ground.' ® He said further, 'T am
the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the
God of Jacob.' And Moses hid his face, for he was afraid to look at God.
" Then the LORD said, 'I have observed the misery of my people who are
in Egypt; I have heard their cry on account of their taskmasters. Indeed,
I know their sufferings, ® and I have come down to deliver them from the
Egyptians, and to bring them up out of that land to a good and broad land,
a land flowing with milk and honey, to the country of the Canaanites, the
Hittites, the Amorites, the Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites.
The cry of the Israelites has now come to me; I have also seen hothe
Egyptians oppress them. ' So come, I will send you to Pharaoh to bring
my people, the Israelites, out of Egypt.’

" But Moses said to God, 'Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh, and
bring the Israelites out of Egypt?'

'2 He said, 'T will be with you; and this shall be the sign for you that it is
I who sent you: when you have brought the people out of Egypt, you shall
worship God on this mountain.'

" But Moses said to God, 'If I come to the Israelites and say to them, "The
God of your ancestors has sent me to you," and they ask me, "What is his
name?" what shall I say to them?'

' God said to Moses, TAM WHO I AM.

He said further, "Thus you shall say to the Israelites, "I AM has sent me
to you."

5 God also said to Moses, 'Thus you shall say to the Israelites, "The
LORD, the God of your ancestors, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac,
and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you":

This is my name for ever, and this my title for all generations.'

""®Go and assemble the elders of Israel, and say to them, “The LORD, the
God of your ancestors, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Jacob, has
appeared to me, saying: I have given heed to you and to what has been
done to you in Egypt. ''I declare that I will bring you up out of the misery
of Egypt, to the land of the Canaanites, the Hittites, the Amorites, the
Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites, a land flowing with milk and
honey.” '“They will listen to your voice; and you and the elders of Israel
shall go to the king of Egypt and say to him, “The LORD, the God of the
Hebrews, has met with us; let us now go a three days’ journey into the
wilderness, so that we may sacrifice to the LORD our God.” "I know,
however, that the king of Egypt will not let you go unless compelled by a
mighty hand. *’So I will stretch out my hand and strike Egypt with all my
wonders that I will perform in it; after that he will let you go. *'T will bring
this people into such favour with the Egyptians that, when you go, you will
not go empty-handed; “each woman shall ask her neighbour and any
woman living in the neighbour’s house for jewellery of silver and of gold,
and clothing, and you shall put them on your sons and on your daughters;
and so you shall plunder the Egyptians.’

4:1Then Moses answered, ‘But suppose they do not believe me or listen to
me, but say, “The LORD did not appear to you.”’

“The LORD said to him, ‘What is that in your hand?’

He said, ‘A staff.’

’And he said, ‘Throw it on the ground.” So he threw the staff on the
ground, and it became a snake; and Moses drew back from it. “Then
the LORD said to Moses, ‘Reach out your hand, and seize it by the tail’—so



he reached out his hand and grasped it, and it became a staff in his
hand— ‘so that they may believe that the LORD, the God of their
ancestors, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob,
has appeared to you.’

6 Again, the LORD said to him, ‘Put your hand inside your cloak.” He put
his hand into his cloak; and when he took it out, his hand was leprous, as
white as snow.

'Then God said, ‘Put your hand back into your cloak’—so he put his hand
back into his cloak, and when he took it out, it was restored like the rest of
his body— *“If they will not believe you or heed the first sign, they may
believe the second sign. “If they will not believe even these two signs or
heed you, you shall take some water from the Nile and pour it on the dry
ground; and the water that you shall take from the Nile will become blood
on the dry ground.’

10 But Moses said to the LORD, ‘O my Lord, I have never been eloquent,
neither in the past nor even now that you have spoken to your servant; but
I 'am slow of speech and slow of tongue.’

""Then the LORD said to him, ‘Who gives speech to mortals? Who makes
them mute or deaf, seeing or blind? Is it not I, the LORD? "Now go, and I
will be with your mouth and teach you what you are to speak.’

“But he said, ‘O my Lord, please send someone else.” '“Then the anger of
the LORD was kindled against Moses and he said, ‘What of your brother
Aaron the Levite? I know that he can speak fluently; even now he is
coming out to meet you, and when he sees you his heart will be glad. "You
shall speak to him and put the words in his mouth; and I will be with your
mouth and with his mouth, and will teach you what you shall do. '"He
indeed shall speak for you to the people; he shall serve as a mouth for you,
and you shall serve as God for him. '"Take in your hand this staff, with
which you shall perform the signs.’]

John 4:5-14,19-24

> Jesus came to a Samaritan city called Sychar, near the plot of ground
that Jacob had given to his son Joseph. © Jacob's well was there, and
Jesus, tired out by his journey, was sitting by the well. It was about noon.
7 A Samaritan woman came to draw water, and Jesus said to her, 'Give
me a drink.' ® (His disciples had gone to the city to buy food.)

® The Samaritan woman said to him, 'How is it that you, a Jew, ask a
drink of me, a woman of Samaria?' (Jews do not share things in common
with Samaritans.) '° Jesus answered her, 'If you knew the gift of God,
and who it is that is saying to you, "Give me a drink," you would have
asked him, and he would have given you living water.'

" The woman said to him, 'Sir, you have no bucket, and the well is deep.
Where do you get that living water? '> Are you greater than our ancestor
Jacob, who gave us the well, and with his sons and his flocks drank from
it?'

1 Jesus said to her, 'Everyone who drinks of this water will be thirsty
again, '* but those who drink of the water that I will give them will never
be thirsty. The water that I will give will become in them a spring of
water gushing up to eternal life.'

' The woman said to him, 'Sir, I see that you are a prophet.  Our
ancestors worshipped on this mountain, but you say that the place where
people must worship is in Jerusalem.'

*! Jesus said to her, "Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when you
will worship the Father

neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem. ** You worship what you do
not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. *
But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshippers will
worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father seeks such as these
to worship him. ** God is spirit, and those who worship him must
worship in spirit and truth.’
