? You shall call, and the LORD will answer; you shall cry for help,
and he will say, Here I am. If you remove the yoke from among
you, the pointing of the finger, the speaking of evil, ' if you offer
your food to the hungry and satisfy the needs of the afflicted, then
your light shall rise in the darkness and your gloom be like the
noonday. '' The LORD will guide you continually, and satisfy your
needs in parched places, and make your bones strong; and you shall
be like a watered garden, like a spring of water, whose waters never
fail. '* Your ancient ruins shall be rebuilt; you shall raise up the

shall be stoned to death.'

only the earth but also the heaven.'

7 This phrase, 'Yet once more,' indicates the removal of what is
shaken - that is, created things - so that what cannot be shaken may
remain. ** Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot
be shaken, let us give thanks, by which we offer to God an
acceptable worship with reverence and awe; » for indeed our God is
a consuming fire.
