Almighty God, you have knit together your elect in one communion and
fellowship in the mystical body of your Son Christ our Lord: grant us
grace so to follow your blessed saints in all virtuous and godly living that
we may come to those inexpressible joys that you have prepared for those
who truly love you; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive
and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for
ever.

Daniel 7.1-3,15-18

"In the first year of King Belshazzar of Babylon, Daniel had a dream and
visions of his head as he lay in bed. Then he wrote down the dream: I,
Daniel, saw in my vision by night the four winds of heaven stirring up the
great sea, ° and four great beasts came up out of the sea, different from
one another. "> As for me, Daniel, my spirit was troubled within me, and
the visions of my head terrified me. '° I approached one of the attendants
to ask him the truth concerning all this. So he said that he would disclose
to me the interpretation of the matter: '’ 'As for these four great beasts,
four kings shall arise out of the earth. '® But the holy ones of the Most
High shall receive the kingdom and possess the kingdom for ever for ever
and ever.'

wisdom and revelation as you come to know him, '® so that, with the eyes
of your heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope to which he has
called you, what are the riches of his glorious inheritance among the
saints, '° and what is the immeasurable greatness of his power for us who

believe, according to the working of his great power.

2 God put this power to work in Christ when he raised him from the dead
and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly places, *' far above all
rule and authority and power and dominion, and above every name that is
named, not only in this age but also in the age to come. ** And he has put
all things under his feet and has made him the head over all things for the
church, ** which is his body, the fullness of him who fills all in all.
