' On entering the house, they saw the child with Mary his mother;
and they knelt down and paid him homage. Then, opening their
treasure-chests, they offered him gifts of gold, frankincense, and
myrrh. * And having been warned in a dream not to return to Herod,
they left for their own country by another road.

O God, who by the leading of a star manifested your only Son to the
peoples of the earth: mercifully grant that we, who know you now
by faith, may at last behold your glory face to face; through Jesus
Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

Isaiah 60.1-6

! Arise, shine; for your light has come, and the glory of the LORD
has risen upon you. * For darkness shall cover the earth, and thick
darkness the peoples; but the LORD will arise upon you, and his
glory will appear over you. ° Nations shall come to your light, and
kings to the brightness of your dawn. * Lift up your eyes and look
around; they all gather together, they come to you; your sons shall
come from far away, and your daughters shall be carried on their
nurses' arms. ° Then you shall see and be radiant; your heart shall
thrill and rejoice, because the abundance of the sea shall be brought
to you, the wealth of the nations shall come to you. ® A multitude
of camels shall cover you, the young camels of Midian and Ephah;
all those from Sheba shall come. They shall bring gold and
frankincense, and shall proclaim the praise of the LORD.

God in boldness and confidence through faith in him.
